Judgment off Assumptions 
“You want to remember that while you’re judging the book, the book is also judging you” (Stephen King).  Harper Lee shows many life lessons through the eyes of an 8 year old to prove to the readers that if a child can understand the truth of the world than we as young adults should as well.  The historical fiction book, To Kill A Mockingbird, by Harper Lee is about two kids coming to adulthood by learning the harsh judgment of the real world when their father takes the court case of a black man accused of raping a white woman.  Harper Lee shows judgment through:  Atticus taking the court case, Boo Radley, and Tom Robinson.  A person’s judgment for another human should not be based on an assumption
Get to know someone before judging them off an assumption. Atticus as Tom’s defense lawyer states that “this case is as simple as black and white” because of everyone’s assumptions of Tom being guilty because he is of different race (203). Atticus is simply stating the obvious; society can’t accept the fact that Tom could possibly be innocent because he is an African American and people see him almost as a monster.  Jem and Scout, would get statements thrown at them constantly about their father taking the case in spite of Tom being African American, “One in the courthouse lawing for niggers” (135).  Mrs. Dubose along with many others despised Atticus for taking the case and standing up for what he believes is ethical.  Society’s judgment towards Atticus is unconstitutional.
Know everything about someone before a judgment is made.  Boo Radley was well known as a “ghost” in Maycomb because he was never seen, or heard from for long periods of time (14).   The people of Maycomb talk about how strange Boo is, just because he is different from the rest of society and it’s hard for them to accept.  “Mr. Radley ran screaming into the street that Arthur was killing them all” (13).  Fake stories and rumors of Boo Radley floated from person to person and not long after Boo, was known as the a crazy, scary man.  People already disliked Boo without getting to know him simply based off assumptions.
Wrong judgment comes from wrong assumptions. “Why did you run” (261).  During Tom’s testimony he stated that he ran from the scene, usually when someone runs from something it is out of guilt. Tome stated that he felt “sorry” for Mayella (264). As Tom being an African American it wasn’t right for him to be sorry for a white woman, in fact it was wrong in society’s eyes.  To judge someone off a mistake is a wrong doing. 
Judgment shouldn’t come from an assumption.  If you live your life judging someone off an assumption or an opinion it will come with regrets of not getting to know the person and regrets of never knowing the honest truth.  Judgment comes with a lot of consequences. Don’t judge someone from one wrong doing or one mistake give them another chance and get to know them thoroughly before making a final judgment.
